Changing Time on Linux and Windows IFM/Innovator
Sometimes it is necessary to change the date or time on and IFM or Innovator voice mail system.  This is how to accomplish that.

Linux Innovator
This is the easiest as it can be done through the telephone.  Call the Innovator on the telephone and login to mailbox 999 with the master password.  Choose option 7.  It will tell you the current date and time and ask if you would like to change it.

Windows Innovator or Courier

These are simply Windows systems that you change like any other Windows machine.  Double click on the time displayed at the very bottom, right of the screen.  It will pop up a box where the date and time can be changed.  Click the OK button when finished.  Note that if the date has been changed you will need to stop and restart the engine for it to see the date change.  To do this, click the Stop button on the Service Overlord screen.  Once stopped, click the Run button to restart it.

Linux IFM

You will need to Telnet to the IFM in order to change the date and time.  To do this, open a command prompt (DOS prompt) on your connected laptop or desktop and type ‘Telnet 192.168.0.9’.  If the IP address has been changed from default, enter the appropriate IP address instead.  Login with ‘panasonic’ as the user name as ‘password’ as the password.  Now type in ‘su –‘ (su space dash) to log in as super user.  Password is ‘password’.  Type ‘date mmddhhmmyyyy’ and press the enter key (the year can be omitted if it is correct).  Now type ‘hwclock –systohc’ and press enter.  The time is now changed.
Windows IFM

You will need to Netmeeting into the IFM in order to change the date and time.  Instructions for doing this are in the Panasonic IFM manual section 580 on page 3-10.  Manuals may be downloaded from the Panasonic Web site if needed http://www.dbs576.com/Manuals%20Dec%202002/cdmanualsnavig_12_02/tp_docs_dbs576.htm.  The password for opening these files is “TD576M”.  Once you are connected to the Windows IFM, simply change the time as you would on any other Windows machine.
